Summer Reading for 1% Grade—2008

WELCOME to first grade! We have composed this list of some of our
favorite books for your child's summer reading enjoyment. Children coming
into Grade 1 are not expected to read these books by themselves. The titles
suggested are for parents and children to read together.

The one required book that we want everyone o read together is
Flat Stanley by Jeff Brown. This funny book is about a young boy named
Stanley who ends up "as flat as a pancake" when a bulletin board falls on him
while he is asleep. Stanley is very flat but otherwise is fine. The story goes
on ta tell how Stanley discovers some real advantages to being flat. He can
slide under doars, go down into sidewalk grates, and even fold himself up
small enough to fit into an envelope and be mailed to California for an
exciting vacation,

After reading the book, students will get to design, color and cut out
their own Flat Stanley. We have included a blank template you may use for
designing your Flat Stanley. Be creativel Then, students can take their Flat
Stanley on their own adventures this summer, whether near or far. You
might, for example, add a cowboy hat and boots to Stanley while visiting the
Grand Canyon, or make him some roller skates to wear as you play af Ridge
Ferry Park. Please take a picture or two to include with a brief summary
(one ar two sentences) of your adventures with Flat Stanley. Students are
to bring their Flat Stanley and summary on the first day of school.

We will be using our Flat Stanleys in the Fall to learn about places
near and far. We hope to mail them to students’ relatives and friends who
live in other communities.

Reading aloud to children will set them on a life-long journey of
learning and exploration. In addition to these suggested books, please feel
free to choase titles of your own.
